	QUESTION ONE:  power and freedom

“In the works of classical writers, virtuous* leaders feel a sense of duty towards those who are dependent upon them.”

Discuss the statement above with reference to ONE literary text you have studied.

In your answer, you should:

· examine and interpret the actions of ONE important and powerful character, with particular focus on his or her motivation for controlling or influencing others

· evaluate the extent to which this character is depicted by the writer as an honourable or dishonourable individual

· provide supporting evidence from the literary text you have chosen.

	question TWO:  ideals of behaviour and national identity

“The ideal of patriotism, of proudly supporting and defending one’s ‘country’, is glorified in the works of many classical writers.”
Discuss the statement above with reference to ONE literary text you have studied.
In your answer, you should:

· examine and interpret episodes in which a character or characters show loyalty to their nation and / or betray their people

· evaluate the extent to which the character or characters are praised or condemned by the writer because of their patriotism or lack of patriotism

· provide supporting evidence from the literary text you have chosen.




	QUESTION THREE:  ideological and religious beliefs

“The gods of ancient Greece and Rome were not abstracted forces of good or evil who remained distant and unapproachable; the gods presented themselves to their worshippers and interacted with the human characters in classical literary works.”
Discuss the statement above with reference to ONE literary text you have studied.

In your answer, you should:

· examine and interpret episodes in which gods and humans interact

· evaluate the extent to which these interactions are supportive of the characters involved and / or are in response to devout or impious** conduct

· provide supporting evidence from the literary text you have chosen.

	QUESTION FOUR:  literary conventions
Classical authors draw on the literary techniques of their chosen genre to help them communicate their ideas.

Discuss the use of EITHER symbolism OR allusions to historical events / contemporary politics, in ONE literary text you have studied.

In your answer, you should:

· examine and interpret examples of the symbolism OR allusions, as used by the writer

· evaluate the extent to which this literary technique helps reinforce the important themes of the literary work

· provide supporting evidence from the literary text you have chosen.
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
